PLAY TIME AT SACRAMENTO INTL. AIRPORT

The Sacramento Metropolitan Arts Commission (SMAC) has teamed up with the
Sacramento Archives and Museum Collection Center (SAMCC) to present a special
holiday exhibition on the theme of toys for the delight of travelers at Sacramento Intl.
Airport. The playful subject matter is represented by a selection of historical toys from
the extensive collection at SAMCC, juxtaposed with a contemporary, creative view of the
toy theme from local artists.

The show is interspersed throughout Terminal B with cases displaying such historical
items as dolls, games, toy trucks, and cowboy/cowgirl outfits. The artists portray a
somewhat more cerebral view with items such as pull toys by Ronald Peetz and James
Adan, music boxes by Miriam Morris, a Godzilla display by lzzy Schwartz, and
installation pieces by So Hyung Choi and Chelsea Hunt.
